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MORE LODGE HISTORY 
{This history section is taken from the complete lodge history} 

�
 1944 -� Lawrence Dewey Wickland �� ���
Lawrence Wickland,  who affiliated from Queen Anne Lodge No. 
242 on September 18, 1938 was the new Master for 1944.  He 
was a union business agent when he joined the lodge and later 
became the manager of the Seattle Civic Auditorium (long since 
remodeled into the McCaw Hall).  Wickland was born April 5, 
1898 in Fargo, North Dakota and died October 23, 1956.   
 
 He had been made a Mason in Queen Anne Lodge just 
over ten years prior to joining Daylight completing the degrees 
March 15, 1928.  His name does not appear in any of the 
Daylight minutes after his petition was accepted until the 
installation of officers in 1941, when he was installed as Senior 
Steward. Wickland was described as an outstanding ritualist 
and the minutes would seem to bear this out. Beach Taylor 
stated that he was one of those brothers who was relied upon to 
fill any part as needed. This may partly explain why at the 
December 10, 1941 meeting he was elected Junior Warden 
over George Pinkham who had been Senior Deacon.  There is 
no indication anywhere in existing lodge records, why the 
normal advancement of officers did not occur but between 1938 
and 1942 there were several officers who did not advance. 
Often this often might be attributed to the Depression and later 
WWII, however at 57 it might be assumed that Pinkham was too 
old for draft status. 
    
 1944 was a year unique in Washington Masonic history for 
it saw the only occasion of a Grand Master dying in office but 
strangely there is no mention in the minutes of the February 23 
death of Grand Master Don Kizer until the end of the April 12, 
1944 meeting.  Early in these minutes there is a sentence that 
reads:  
 

 ”The following communications were 
received and read: From Mrs.  May Kizer,  
thanking the lodge for its expression of 
sympathy on the death of her  husband M. 
W. Bro.  Don F. Kizer, Grand Master.”    

 
 And the minutes conclude with a resolution on the death of the 
Grand Master. 
    
 The annual report to Grand Lodge for 1944 shows that 
there were thirty degrees conferred, that membership totaled 
131, the total dues, fees and contributions payable to Grand 
Lodge for the year was $313.00.  Grand Lodge was collecting 
75 cents for its dues and another 75 cents for the Masonic 
Home dues plus $1.00 for each degree conferred. 
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
