ELIGIBLE BREEDS: Afghan Hounds, Basenjis, Borzois, Greyhounds, Ibizan Hounds, lrish Wolfhounds, Italian

Greyhounds, Pharaoh Hounds, Rhodesian Ridgebacks, Salukis, Scottish Deerhounds, Sloughis,
and Whippets. All hounds must be at least one (1) year of age, and must be registered with a
NOTRA-acceptable registry.

Each entry form mustbe completed & signed — a form is included on the reverse side of this flyer, and may
be photocopied for future entries (copies are also available at the Race Secretary’s table). Please use a
separate entry form for each day.

For First Time Entered (FTE) hounds you must attach a photocopy of your dog’s registration to your
NOTRA entry form, and a one-time $2.00 registration fee.

If your NGA Greyhound does not have an AKC, ILP, NGA or other number, please make sure ALL other
information is filed out on the entry form, including ear tattoo numbers.

All breeds except Irish Wolfhounds and Scottish Deerhounds shall start from the box. Box training and
schooling races (required at the discretion of the Race Secretary/Race Committee) shall take place astime
and circumstances permit.

The track length is 440 yards; all breeds shall run three programs; breed disqualifications do not apply;
hounds are checked for lameness, bitches for being in season, and muzzles for correct fit.

Properly-fitting racing muzzles & numbered racing blankets are required; limited equipment is available to
borrow from GSSA. Please retum the items between races so that others can share.

Because racing is an owner/handler participation sport, ALL owners and handlers are expected to work to
ensure the completion of the meetin as timely a fashion as possible. You will be rewarded!

There is some shade available — bring drinking water for your hounds.

DIRECTIONS TO THE SITE (please check htip://maps.google.com for personalized directions)

From the North: NJTurnpike South to Exit 11 / Garden State Parkway; GSP South to Exit 123 (Route 9 South); continue

on US-9

S for about 10 miles. Bear right onto Gordons Corner Rd ramp to Tennent/Englishtown. Tum left at Gordons

CornerRd. Tumn right at Tennent Road; continue for about 3 milesto Main St. Go about another mile to Millhurst Road
and tum left, continuing for about 1.5 miles (you will cross over Route 33). Follow on Sweetmans Lane for about 2
miles until you see Twin Gate Farm on your left at 189 Sweetmans Lane (next to Charleston Springs Golf Course).

From the South: NJTurnpike North to Exit 8. Bearright onto the RT-33 E ramp to Twin Rivers/Freehold. Continue about
6 miles on RT-33 E. Bearright at Woodville Road. Go about 2.5 miles, then turn left at Sweetmans Lane. Twin Gate
Farm is on your right at 189 Sweetmans Lane.
